If, then, we speak frankly about the possibilities of unification, we
conclude that current divided nations have two choices: to reunite by
conflict and conquest or to peacefully co-exist and permit the slow
processes of social mobilization and integration of ne nations to
occur. ...... Therefore, talk of peaceful reunification of the politically
partitioned nations becomes null and void unless it deals with the
development of new nations out of the old, and not the peaceful

reunification of the old nations.
